>  	PLOT, INDGEN(10)
>  	DEVICE, /CLOSE_DOCUMENT
>  
>  	SET_PLOT, save
>  END
>  
>  Run this program on IDL 5.2 (Windows).
>  Select PostScript printer(output device),
>  A3(media), landscape(orientation) and press OK.
>  
>  The output is like this.
