actually control the experiment and | get the following error from IDL
SOCKET:

| can telnet and ping the 142.66.41.72 machine from the laptop and it
works fine, but the IDL socket routine fails. As | mentioned, the socket
works from the other PCs in my lab, so this is probably a windows
problem on the laptop - So | need to know what this message means so |
can figure out what to change in my windows settings!

Does anyone have any insight as to what might cause this type of error?
-hopefully before next week when this instrument has observing time one
of the largest telescopes :)
