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The first time:
rep=""
READ, PROMPT='"Number of classes to process: ', rep
Nb_class = uint(rep)

The second time:
READ, rep, PROMPT='Shape:'
shape = uint(rep)
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On the second time, the program keeps running without waiting for the user
to enter a value.
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What is wrong ?

Are you *sure* this program doesn't work? Does it look
just like this in your *real* program? | think you have
tossed us a red herring, here. :-)
