>  axis. How can I make these titles rotate 90 degrees (perpendicular to
>  the axis)? I can't find the corresponding graphic keyword to do this.

Typically, you would leave the TITLE keyword off the
Surface command, and add the title with XYOUTS.

For example:

   Surface, Dist(50)
   XYOUTS, 0.5, 0.9, /Normal, Size=1.25, Align=0.5, 'A Surface Title'
