In my experience (though this may be just because I'm usually sloppy
about where | launch IDL from) it's a poor idea to have any IDL
commands dependent upon being within a specific directory. | try

to have everything fully path'd out,

e.g. '~/obsdata/nirspec/20070707/spec’

instead of just assuming I'm inside the right directory.

(And, usually my paths are built up of various string variables,
particularly dates.)

But, pardon the above aside, the command you want is "cd", e.qg.:
cd,'mynewdir'
(See CD in IDL help.)
