And it compiles and runs fine, and output suggests that the global
variable has been created: "ITESTER =  222". What the heck is
going on? Is this a bug? Why can't | use a system variable | have
just defined later in the same program? I'm using IDL version 4.0.1.
Maybe | should give up and use a more rational language like C/C++!
