> ENABLE_FORMATTING)

> XOBJVIEW, aux

> Ups, It doesn't works...

Well, completely different graphics system, including different
fonts. :-(

graphics uses true-type fonts:

STRING("170B) + 'Ix', [IENABLE_FORMATTING)
