> and then save the window as jpeg via ImageMagick. You can note the tick marks of y axis are
not displayed correctly. There is no problem with the Heyshey font or TrueType fonts.

This will work for your original question:

t = ['6x10!A-4!x’, "7x10!A-4!X]
cgplot, [1e-10, 1], /ystyle, /ylog, ytickv = [6e-9, 7e-4], $
yticks = 1, ytickname=t, /window
