>  clicking of my mouse (e.g., the "IDL>" prompt appears in italic
>  font).  I have to hit CTRL-C then click to get thecursorroutine to
>  release control (and the "IDL>" prompt then appears in roman font
>  again).

>  Any insights to offer?
