For example, |
want to put a plot in the window, then later | want

to put a contour plot in the window. | use commands
something like this:

w = window()

w.select

p =plot(indgen(10),/CURRENT)
w.erase

¢ = contour(/test, /CURRENT)

But, the plot is still there when | resize the
window. If | add p.hide=1, then the plot itself

is hidden, but the axes are still there. (Actually,
everything is still there, but just not displayed.)

What | want is the equivalent of these Coyote Graphics
commands:

cgPlot, indgen(10), /Window
cgContour, cgDemoData(2), /Window
