I have saved
all my files on D disk and then changed the IDL path into D disk where the my files are.

tiff format, located in D disk) using import image file tool in IDL, there is an error saying 'Error
opening the file: unit:100. file...(here file path)'.
So what does it mean? Is this error related to the file path?
