>  I'm not sure why your videos wouldn't be working in Quicktime Player.  If you're using one of
the lossless presets, it may not support those files.  You might try out VLC Media Player
(http://www.videolan.org/) just to see that the files are valid- VLC is remarkably good about being
able to play just about anything you throw at it.

Alas, it doesn't seem to want to play the simple AVI file I created to 
illustrate how easy it is to create movies with IDLffVideoWrite. :-(

It loads it, and plays the "frames", but there is no animation.
Plays great in Windows Media Player. (And I downloaded all the
DivX codecs previously.)
