| believe that the DLM was built against IDL 8.3. It won't work against earlier versions of IDL
because the symbol tables have changed. So you'll need to upgrade your IDL version before it will
work.

For future versions of IDL, I'm trying to not change the symbol tables. So hopefully, when IDL
8.3.x comes out, we won't need a new build of Slither. | can't guarantee it, but that's the plan.
