vy_size=size(vy)
nx = vx_size(vx_size(0)+2)
ny = vy_size(vy_size(0)+2)

ax = rebin(vx,nx,ny)
ay = transpose(rebin(vy,ny,nx))

end

I did a little timing test, and it performed 3 times faster.
